	SECTION ONE: ACCOUNTABILITY

	SECTION TWO: COMMITTEE FUNCTIONS


The Discretionary Revenue Committee will be responsible for the completion of the following tasks:
Provide a regular forum to monitor and discuss MOWL fundraising needs
To assist in organizing and promoting MOWL fundraising events and initiatives.
Provide oversight on MOWL’s fundraising plan and programs
Help ensure to MOWL is adapting best practices relating to its fundraising programs
To assist in recommending fundraising goals and strategies to the MOWL Board of Directors
Make recommendations to help MOWL improve its philanthropic culture
Assist in MOWL fulfilling its strategic plan
	SECTION THREE: COMMITTEE CHAIR


The chair is chosen by the committee but must be a member of the Board of Directors. The chair will be responsible for keeping the Board of Directors updated on the activities of the committee by providing updates at board meetings. As well, that all committee members are kept informed with the appropriate information and documentation with assistance from the staff member. The functions of the chair of the committee include the following:
chair the committee meetings;
ensure that the minutes of the committee meeting reflect the major points of discussion and record major decisions; and
provide an opportunity for all members of the committee to participate in the discussion of the meeting.
	SECTION FOUR: TERMS & COMMITTEE COMPOSITION
